Summary

The Council is required to produce a Health and Safety Service Plan, which
forms part of the Council’s Policy framework. The revised draft of the Plan
is reported for the Committee’s consideration and comment.

Background

The Council has a statutory duty under the provisions of section 18 Health and
Safety at Work etc. Act 1974 to produce a Health and Safety Service Plan. The
Plan brings together national priorities and standards in respect of health and
safety enforcement and identifies how they will be delivered locally.

Guidance is produced by Local Authority Co-ordination of Regulatory Services
(LACORS) and the Health and Safety Executive (HSE) on how the plan should be
structured. This plan has been produced as a three year plan, and will
incorporate an annual review, which will be presented to this Committee.

The Plan considers:

o service aims and objectives;

o information on service delivery and work programmes;
o quality assurance,;

. resource allocation; and

o performance information for the 2008/09 year.

A full copy of the Plan has been included with the agenda papers for this meeting.
